1. We will have an addition of a third group of Figures for the Junior Figure Skaters, (this will help the Junior Figure Skaters to prepare themselves to advance to the Senior event).

2. Free Skating - The Junior Free Skating Short Programs will have the same requirements as the Senior Short Program with new set elements for the order of skating. (This is to show a variety in programming).

3. Free Skating Long Program will require two sets of advanced footwork of skaters choice, either a straight line, diagonal or circular.

4. Pairs - Junior and Senior Pairs Long Program will have limitations on the number of lifts and the number of rotations. They will also be required to do two death spirals; one on the inside edge, and one on the outside edge. In one footwork sequence teams choice of either a straight line, diagonal or circular. The couple must include one spiral (arabesque) sequence with at least one change of edge.

5. Free Dance/OD will have new timing requirements for entering and exiting the floor with new lift restrictions, and two required step sequences.

6. Original Dance - OD will have new dance rhythms and new set elements.
7. In Line Free Skating - Short program set elements and Long program footwork set elements will be the same as the Junior and Senior Free Skating.

8. Junior Solo Dance will be added to the program 2007 with Compulsory Dance and Solo Free Dance. We have recognized that this discipline is increasing around the world, and it is CIPA´s responsibility to recognize events that are popular in our sport.

All the details of the new rules are to be found in the CIPA rule book 2007, which is available for download in the Regulations section of the FIRS website.

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WELCOME 
The President of the Spanish Federation welcomed everyone to Murcia and said the Spanish Federation had been working very hard for the pat three years to prepare for these Championships and thanked Jamie Terry and the Organising Committee for their work. 

Mr. Pollard thanked the Spanish Federation for the excellent organisation which he said had been the best so far of any World Championship. 

The lst Vice-President of FIRS, Valerie Leftwich, welcomed everyone to these Championships and congratulated the Organising Committee for the efficient running of the Championships 

MINUTES 
The Minutes of the meeting held in Rome, Italy in November 2005 were confirmed unanimously. 

PRESIDENTS REPORT 
The President welcomed everyone to the CIPA Meeting and thanked his Committee for their work over the past year 

He reported that our friend Camillo Martini had recently been taken into hospital and he was sure all present would wish him well. 

The CIPA Committee would like to present to the Italian Federation an award to be given by them personally to the family of Camillo Martini for all his work during his time on the CIPA Executive Committee. 

He reported that FIRS, when the newly elected President had commenced last season with a zero balance of money and the 4 different disciplines, together with the Spanish Federation, the Italian Federation and the President himself, Sabatino Aracu, had assisted to overcome this problem of finance, and after this year FIRS have a little balance in the black. 

Our International Federations should have one objective and that is to become Olympic and as many know in Singapore last year at the IOC Congress, our Sport was included on the list for acceptance, but unfortunately we were not accepted and no other new sport was accepted either. Some felt it was a black day but it was the first time in our sport that we were being considered as a full member of the IOC. 

Due to this situation the Pan American Olympic Committee has kept roller skating in the Pan American Games, and it will also be included in the 2009 Mediteranean Games and our friends from China are working for us to be included in the Asian Games. 

It is very important that all Federations keep working with their own Olympic Committees to keep roller skating in their minds for the meeting in 2009 when sports will be considered for the 2016 Games. One of the Cities bidding for these is Rio and they are holding the Pan American Games next year and due to the consideration of Roller Sports by the IOC, they are building in Rio a brand new speed track within the Velodrome, to be ready in case we are accepted in 2016. 

He also stated that is was very important in the next World Games, to be held in Chinese Taipei in 2008, to have the best athletes who qualify and it is important that the countries with these athletes make sure they compete at the World Games., as every new sport included in the Olympics have come through the World Games. CIPA will do all in its power to make sure the very best in artistic skating compete. 

The President welcomed Mr. Fernando Claro to the meeting. Mr Claro was elected President of CERS – the European International Governing Body – when Sabatino Aracu was elected FIRS President. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS 
The President reported that many new technical changes were taking place in 2007 and thanked Margaret Brooks and Nicola Genchi who had been working on these since the last World Championships. 

There was a DVD available for all Federations after the meeting, of the new Rule Book, prepared by Nicola Genchi which had taken a great deal of work. 

All Federation were given details of the new rules for Pairs Skating, Free Skating, and Dance, which would be explained in more detail by Margaret Brooks. 

He reported that solo dance for Junior would be included as a demonstration Competition in 2007 with medals being awarded. He stated that he had requests for Senior solo dance in the future, and this would be considered for 2008 as a demonstration. 

Small Groups for Show would be demonstrated at these World Championships with a view to it being included in the 2007 World Championships and would be a demonstration competition with medals being awarded. The decision will be made before leaving these World Championships. 

The CIPA Committee assured all Federations that the World Championships would not extend the Championships whatever events were added. This may mean that practice time would be reduced and there was no objection to this. 

Margaret Brooks stated that after the meeting at 12.15 there would be a DVD of Pairs and one for dance, including solo dance, at 13.00 

She wanted to thank Camillo Martini for his advice to her and Nicola during the year with the new rules. Also to Patrick Venerucci and Cristina Pelli for making the DVD of Pairs elements, to Lorenza Residori for the DVD of dance and to the French Federation for submitting a DVD of solo dance from the recent Cup of Europe Competition held in France. 

She explained the new regulations briefly for each discipline and said there would be time for discussion after the showing of the DVDs 

She also thanked Jane Wojnarowsky, Lorenza Residori and Cinzia Bernardi who were assisting with new dances for both Junior and Senior compulsory dance, and these would be ready for demonstration at the 2007 World Championships for inclusion in the 2008 World Championships. 

CIPA WEB SITE 
Nicola Genchi explained the new web site within the FIRS which would commence at approximately 15 December, and he would be working on this putting the new CIPA Regulations on the site and updating all information about artistic skating. 

He invited Federations to send details of their Calendar of events for the season. His e.mail address is on the first page of the new CIPA regulation book. 

He would also put the programme and details of the 2007 World Championships on the web site when it is completed. 

WHITE SYSTEM 
Richard Gussman, the Official Calculator for CIPA, explained that from 30 December until the 31 October 2007, the calculating programme would be available on line on his web site, details of which were given by him to the meeting. After 31 October 2007, the License would be withdrawn. 

The President thanked him very much for this offer. 

DOPING CONTROL 
Pat Wallace the FIRS medical representative, explained the Doping Control information given to all Federations, and expressed the importance of completing the necessary forms 

INFORMATION TO FEDERATIONS 
The President reported that to comply with IOC regulations all sports were asked to include an official athlete within their sport, representing the skaters, and each Federation is invited to submit a name of an athlete who has been competing in World Championships within the past 10 years, who serves as the “Athlete Representative”. These nominations must be received by the President by 31 March 2007, after which time the CIPA Committee will select the athlete, who will be the liaison person between the skaters and the CIPA Committee. 

2007 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS 
Valerie Leftwich gave details of the 2007 World Championships and showed a short DVD of the Gold Coast where these were going to take place. 

Prices quoted in the brochures given out included pick up and return to airport, transportation to and from venue/hotels. Some of the hotels listed also had kitchen facilities. All prices quoted were in Australian Dollars. 

The web site for the World Championships would open in January 2007.

GENERAL

The Delegate from Uruguay congratulated FIRS/CIPA in accepting the IOC regulations of an athlete to represent skaters, and hoped in the future that this could be selected by the skaters themselves as is required by the IOC. The President stated that this will happen in the future. 

The Federations were handed a DVD of the new CIPA rules and signed to say they had received them. 

The meeting closed at 12 noon – the technical DVD’s being shown to the Federation representatives after the meeting closed.
